Annual grant making is a core component of ArtsFund’s 

mission, complemented by our leadership and advocacy 

programs. Grants are distributed as general operating 

support, which recipients can use to provide programming 

and arts education, reduce barriers to arts participation, 

increase access and opportunity for underserved 

youth, and for staffing, capacity-building, professional 

development, and facilities. This unrestricted funding 

enables grant recipients to invest the funds where needed 

most to advance their missions.

ArtsFund has distributed more than $79.1 million in 

grants to a broad range of arts and cultural organizations 

throughout King and Pierce Counties. In 2017, ArtsFund 

awarded annual grants totaling over $2.48 million.

Both donors and grant recipients trust ArtsFund’s 

allocations process. The Allocations Committee comprises 

corporate and private grant making experts who engage 

with ArtsFund in a thorough vetting process, evaluating 

application materials and interviewing the leadership of 

applicant arts groups. They systematically rate each group 

against the same key evaluation points based on mission, 

financial stability, governance, and community impact.
